Sending an AS/400 SCS Spool File via E-mail


Follow these instructions to save a spool file to send to us for our use while creating your documents.  IMPORTANT: Send a production run spool file with data.

Step 1.  From a command line enter WRKOUTQ then space and the name of the output where your spool file resides and press ENTER.  Select F11 to get the View 2 screen.  See example below:

Write on a piece of paper the following attributes: the name of the spool File you wish to send us,  File Number, Job, User, and Number.

Step 2.   From a command line enter the command CRTPF and press F4.  This command enables you to create a physical file into which you will copy your spool file.  Enter three parameters: File Name (can be whatever you like not to exceed 10 characters), the Library where you want the spool file to go, and a Record Length of 280.  Press Enter.  See example of prompt screen below:

Step 3.  From a command line enter the command CPYSPLF and press F4.  This command enables you to copy your spool file to the physical file.  Enter the attributes you wrote down in Step 1.  The To Data Base File Name is the name of the file you created with the CRTPF command in Step 2.  The Control Character attribute must be *FCFC.  You will need to press F10 from the initial screen to get the Control Character parameter.  See example below:

Step 4: Next, using FTP, download the file you created in Step 1 to the PC as a .TXT file.  Here is what you will need to do to FTP your spool file to your PC.

a. From your desktop, double click on the MS-Dos Prompt icon.

b. From the C:\Windows: prompt, type FTP and press enter.

c. From the FTP:\ prompt in lower case letters type open XXXXXXXXX ( XXX being your host IP address) and press enter.

d. Next you will be prompted for your AS/400 User ID.  Type in your user id and press enter.

e. Next you will be prompted for your AS/400 password.  Type in your password and press enter (the screen will not show that you have typed anything in order to protect the confidentiality of your AS/400 password).

f. Next type the following command in lower case letters:

Get yourlib/yourfile c:\yourfile.txt

g. This will pull the file you created in step 2 down to your c:\ drive on your PC.  The .txt file is the file that you will e-mail to ACOM Solutions.

h. To exit FTP, type quit.

i. To exit the MS-dos prompt, type exit.

Step 5: E-mail the file to the e-mail address provided to you.
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
